Authorization
is also granted to engage in fundraising activities, including but not limited
to fairs, carnivals, banquets, barbecues, bingo, small games of chance, and
similar activities conducted in Shohola Township. It is the responsibility of
the Fire Department to provide (to the Township and its workers'
compensation insurance carrier) a list of all active members who are
authorized to participate in any of the above-listed activities. Such list shall
be provided on or before February 1, 2023, and shall be updated by the Fire
Department from time-to-time as necessary to ensure that all information
remains accurate and up-to-date.
